Shopping locally 
and less frequently 

Be patient and

Use contactless 
payment where 

possible 

Maintain 2 metre 
distance where 

possible 

Walking and cycling Working from home

should continue to

Can you travel 
off-peak? 

Use a face covering, 
if you can, when you 
will be close to others 

Take hand sanitiser
